The Medical and Allied Professions Act 
(Laws, Volume XI, Cap. 644) 

The Medical and Allied Professions (Prescribed 
Uniforms and Badges) Regulations, 1985 

IN EXERCISE of the powers contained in section forty-two of 
the Medioa.l a.nd Allied Professions Act, the following Regula­
tions are hereby ma.de: 

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Medical and 
Allied Professions (Prescribed Uniforms and Ba.dgee) Regula­
tions, 1985. 

2. The uniforms, badges or tokens specified in the Schedule 
hereto shall be the uniforms, badges or token.e to be worn or 
used only by cla.sses of persons registered under section Bixteen 
of the Act. 

3. Any person who, not being a. registered practitioner 
under section sixteen of the Act, wears any prescribed uniform 
or badge or token indicating or calculated to lead persons to 
in.fer that he is so registered, shall be guilty of an offence a.nd 
shall be liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding fifty 
kwa.cha.. 

4. Any person who operates a consulting room or having 
been appointed to take charge of any medical or health institu­
tion which employs or to which a.re seconded regi.etera.ble 
medical or pa.ra.medica.l personnel, fails to ell.8Ul'O that regis­
tered practitioners at that consulting room or medical or health 
institution wear their prescribed uniform or badge or token, 
shall be guilty of a.n offence and shall be liable on conviction 
to a. fine not exceeding fifty kwa.cha.
