IN ExiRrCISE of the powers contained in sections three, four and
five of the Preservation of Public Security Act, the following
Regulations are hereby made:

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Preservationof Public  Tje
Security (Amendment) Regulations, 1993, and shall be read as one
with the Preservation of Public Sccurity Regulations, hereinafter  cap. 106
referred to as the principal Regulations. p. 11

2. Regulation 33 of the principal Regulations is amended by Amendment

the deletion of sub-regulation (6) and the substitution therefor of the
following:

(6) Any police officer of or above the rank of Supcrinten-
dent may, without warrant, arrcst any person in respect of
whom he has reason to believe that there are grounds which
would justify his detention under this regulation, and may
order that such person be detained for a period not exceeding
fourteen days pending a decision whether a detention order
should be made against him, and the provisions of sub-
regulation (S) shall apply in respect of his detention during
such period:

Provided that a person arrested under this sub-regulation
shall be released where, before a decision is reached as to
whether or not a detention order should be made against him,
the police officer who arrested him finds, on further inquiry,
that there are no grounds which would justify his detention
under this regulation.
