The allowances for tobacco products and alcohalic beverages are not appli-
cable to persons under the age of 18 years.

Duties and Taxes
Mecrchandise and goods which exceed the allowances, which are properly
declared, are liable to be asscssed for duty and valuc added tax. Any goods which
arc not declared arc liable to scizure. .
Currency
Thereare no currencyrestrictions in Zambia and travellcrs are freeto bring into,
or take out of Zambia any amounts of money., in any currency. However, amounts
cxceeding the cquivalent of US 5,000, which are being brought into, or taken out
of, Zambia should be dcclared to customs. A simple form [or your declaration if
you have currency exceeding the cquivalent of US 35,000, will be provided by
Customs onrequest. Currency exceeding theequivalent ol US 5,000, whichisnot
declared, will be siczed.
Prohibited and Restricted Goods
If you arc importing any of the [ollowing items; or arc in any doubts about your
goods, you must declarc them o Customs—
(a) Narcotic drugs;
(b) Obscenc videos, 11lms, books or other such arlicles;
(c) Fircarms and ammunition;
(d) Live animals, [ish, reptiles and the like; and

(e) Plants.
Failure to declare such gaods will render them liable to scizure.
