The Masaiti District Council (Bird Levy)
By-laws, 2008

In exercISE of the powers contained in sections sixty-nine
and seventy-six of the Local Govermment Act, the following By-
laws are hereby made:

1. These By-laws may be cited as the Masaiti District
Council (Bird Levy) By-laws, 2008.

2. IntheseBy-laws,unlessthe context/)therwise requires—
" “area” means the area under the jurisdiction of the Council;

“bird ” means any domesticated fowl, guinea fowl, turkey,
goose, duck, pigeon or any part thereof whether dead or
alive;

“checkpoint ” means any place within the area designated
by the Council for the payment of bird levy;

“ collector ” means an officer or agent of the Council
authorised to collect revenue for the Council; and

“ Council ” means the Masaiti District Council.

3. A person who sells a bird within the area or exports any
bird from the area shall pay to the Council a bird levy at the rates
of

(a) one hundred and eighty Kwacha per bird; and
(b) eighty Kwacha per chick.

(a) to a fine notexceeding eighty penalty unit orto imprisonment
for a period not exceeding six months, or to both; and

(b) in case of a continuing contravention, to a fine of sixteen
penalty units foreachday during whichthe contravention
continues.

(2) Inaddition to any penalty prescribed under sub by-law (1),
the court may order that any expenses incurred by the Council in
consequence of such contravention be paid by the person committing
the contravention.
