The Public-Private Partnership Act, 2009 
(Act No. 14 of 2009) 

The Public-Private Partnership (Kasumbalesa Border 
Post) (User Fees) Regulations, 2014 

IN EXERCISE of the powers contained in section sixty-six of the 
Public-Private Partnership Act, 2009, the following Regulations are 
made: 

I .  These Regulations may be cited as the Public-Private 
Partnership (Kasumbalesa Border Post) (User Fees) Regulations, 

2014. 

2. In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires­

"abnormal load" has the meaning assigned to it in the Public 
Roads Act, 2002; 

"Commissioner�General" has the meaning assigned to it in 

the Zambia Revenue Authority Act; 
"customs area" has the meaning assigned to it in the Customs 

and Excise Act; 
"user fee" means a charge payable for a vehicle for a single 

border crossing into or-out of the Republic, whether loaded 
or empty; 

"vehicle" has the meaning assigned to it in the Road Traffic 
Act, 2002. 

3, The Commissioner-General shall be responsible for the 
collection of user fees under these Regulations. 

4. The fee payable in respect of each vehicle crossing into or 
out of the Republic, whether laden or empty, whether with an 
abnornal laod or not, shall be as set out in the First Schedule. 

5. The fee payable for parking in a customs area beyond forty­
eighty hours after the release of a vehicle from customs control 
shall be 25 United States Dollars per day or part of the day. 

6. Subject to the other provisions of these Regulations, an 
exemption from the payment of the crossing fee shall be granted in 
respect of vehicles listed in the Second Schedule,
