IN ExErcISE of the powers contained in section eighty-nine of
the Customs and Excise Act, the following Regulations are made:

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Customs and Excise
(Public Benefit Organisation) (Rebate, Refund and Remission)
(Amendment) Regulations, 2016, and shall be read as one with the
Customs and Excise (Public Benefit Organisation) (Rebate, Refund
and Remission) Regulations, 2009, in these Regulations referred
to as the principal Regulations.

2. The First Schedule to the principal Regulations is amended
by the repeal of Form II and the substitution therefore of the Form
set out in the Appendix.

3. The Second Schedule to the principal Regulations is
amended by—

(a) the deletion of the words “all motor vehicles and spare
parts for motor vehicles”; and

(b) the re-numbering of items 2,3,4,5 and 6 as 1,2,3,4,5
respectively.
