The Aviation Act
(Laws, Volume XV, Cap. 740)

The Aviation (Parking of Motor Vehicles at Designated
Airports) Regulations, 1991

In EXERCISE of the powers contained in section thirty-four
of the Aviation Act and after consultation with the Company,
the following Regulations are hereby made:

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Aviation (Parking
of Motor Vehicle at Designated Airports) Regulations, 1991.

2. In these Regulations ‘“Company” means the National
Airports Corporation Limited a Company Limited by shares
and registercd under the Companies Act.

3. No person shall park any motor vehicle at a place other
than that specified for that purpose by the Company.

4. (1) Any motor vchicle found at a designated airport
parked in a place other than that specified for the purpose
by the Company—

(a) shall have its wheels clamped or its mobility inhibited
in any other manner; and

(b) may be removed to another area of the designated
airport in the interest of public safety.

(2) Any motor vehicle which has its wheels clamped or its
mobility inhibited under subsection (1) shall be unclumped or
allowed to move only on puyment of a fine of five hundred
kwacha to the Company.
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(3) Any person who obstructs another person empowered
to give effect to these Regulations shall be charged with an
offence and liahle upon conviction to a fine not exceeding one
thousand kwacha or to imprisonment not exceeding one month
or to both.
