The Mumbwa District Council (Maize Levy) By-laws, 1995

In £x:rCISE of the powers conlained in section seventy-six of the
Local Government Act, 1991, the following By-laws arc hereby
made:

I. These By-laws may be cited as the Mumbwa District
Council (Maizc Levy) By-laws, 1995.

2. Inthese By-laws, unless the context otherwisc requires—
" arca " mcans the arca undcr the jurisdiction of the Council;

" collector™ mcans any officer ol the Council authorised 1o
collect revenuc for the Council and includes any other
person authorised by the Council to collect revenuc for the
Council as an agent;

" Council " mcans the Mumbwa District Council;

" pay point” means any place within the arca designated by the
Council for the payment of maize lcvy.

3. Every person who buys maize within the arca cither for re-
salc or for export shall pay to the Council a maizc levy at the
following rates:

(a) filicen kwacha per twenty-five kilogramme bag;
(h) twenty-live kwacha per fifty kilogramme bag: and
(c) fifty kwacha per nincty kilogramme bag.

4. No person shall scll or expont from the arca, any maize for
which no maizc levy has been paid to the Council.

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Pay point 5. Payment of maize levy shall be made at any pay point and
shall be received by a collector who shall immediately issuc an
official receipt for such payment.

Offenceand . 6. Any person who contravenes any of the provisions of these
i By-laws shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable upon
conviction—

(a) inthe casc of a first offence, o a fine not exceeding cighty
penalty units orimprisonment fora period not exceeding
six months, or to both; and

(b) in the casc of a sccond or subsequent offence, Lo a finc of
sixteen penalty units for every day during which the
contravention continues or Lo imprisonment for a period
nol exceeding six months, or 1o both.
