1. These By-laws may be cited as the Mungwi District Council Title 
(Coffee LeVY) By-laws, 2004. · 

2. In these By-laws unless. the context otherwise requires- Interpretation 
" area " means the area under the jurisdiction of the Council; 
... checkpoint " means ·any place within the area designated 

by the Council for payment of coffee leVY; 
".collector" means any officer of the Council authorised to 

collect revenue for the Council and includes any person 
or agent authorised by the Council to collect revenue for 
the Council; 

" Council " means the Mungwi District Council; and · 
"coffee" means coffee beans, processed coffee and any coffee 

product. 
3. Any person who sells coffee within the area or exports coffee 

from the area shall pay to the Council a coffee leVY at the rate of 
one and half per centum of the total sale price. 

4. A person shall not sell or export coffee from the area, any 
coffee for which no coffee leVY has been paid to the Council. 

5. Coffee leVY shall be paid at a checkpoint at wl'iich the coffee 
is• weighed and shall be received by a collector who shall 
immediately issue an official receipt for each such payment.
