The National Assembly By-Election (Mangango
Constituency No. 139) (Election Dates and
Times of Poll) (No. 3) Order, 2014

WHEREAS in pursuance of regulation 7 of the Electoral (General)
Regulations, 2006, the Speaker of the National Assembly has
informed the President and the Electoral Commission of the vacancy
in respect of Mangango Constituency No. 139 by reason of the
nullification by the Supreme Court ofthe election of Robert Chiseke
as Member of Parliament for Mangango Constituency;

Now THEREFORE in exercise of the powers contained in regulation
8 of the Electoral (General) Regulations, 2006, the following Order
is hereby made:

1. This Order may be cited as the National Assembly By-
Elections (Mangango Constituency No. 139) (Election Date and
Time of Poll) Order, 2014.

2. Nominations for National Assemblyelections in Mangango
Constituency No. 139 shall be lodged with the Returning Officer
on Tuesday, 10th July, 2014, between 0900 hours and 1500 hours.

3. The campaign period in the constituency referred to in
paragraph 2 shallcommence on Thursday, 10th July, 2014, at 1500
hours and close at 1800 hours on Monday, 18th August, 2014.
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Times of 4. The poll in the constituency referred to in paragraph 2 shall

poll be taken on Tuesday, 19th August, 2014, between 0600 hours and
1800 hours, except thatthe poll shall notbe taken in the constituency
if only one candidate is validly nominated for the election.
